General of the United Nations herewith that his Governmment will give the above-
mentioned resolution its full attention and will strictly comply with its
obligationz under resolution 418 (1977) on the mandatory arms embargo apainst
Bouth Africa. The Government of Luxembourg also wishes to emphagize that it has

never supplied South Africa with arms and does not intend to depart from that
policy in the future.
